The lunar perigee coincides closely with the New Moons in early Jan, Feb and March, matching the winter season. The perigee and syzygy are out of sync in late April and the month of May, then the Full Moon coincides with the perigee in June, July, Aug and Sept. 

In June, the Summer Solstice, the Full Moon and the Lunar Perigee occur within a 48 hour time period. In July the FM, Perigee and the sun's conjunction with Saturn occur within 48 hours as well.

The Full Moon in late February, see the Earth between the moon and sun, as the sun is between the earth and Uranus (superior conjunction). In late March mercury passes between the earth and sun (inf conj) just before the sun is between the earth and venus (sup conj).

The New Moon in early Aug coincides with the Inf Conj of Merc with the Sun.
